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Quilts made with this block were used by the “Underground Railroad™ to signal slaves to prepare their tools for the

“journey”.
Colors: A,C, & E- white on white. E c
B & D- Shades of deep blue or shades of cranberry.

A-Cutone2 172 inch square. c

B- Cut two 3 inch squares. »D
Cut one 1 1/2 inch by 11 inch strip. £

C- Cut two 3 inch squares.
Cutone 1172 inch x 11 inch strip. B

D- Cut one 2 x 27 inch strip.
Cut two 4 inch squares.

E- Cut one 2 by 27 inch strip.
Cut two 4 inch squares.

To make the half square triangles- take the 2 and 4 inch

squares and mark a diagonal line on the wrong side of each light
square. Place the light squares on the dark squares of the same

size, right sides together. Sew 1/4 inch on both sides of the

drawn line. Cut on the diagonal line. Press to the dark side.

These are slightly oversized so trim the small ones to 2 1/2 x2 1/2 in.
and the large ones to 3 1/2 X3 1/2. There will be 4 of each.

‘To make the other squares and triangles- sew each light strip

to a dark strip of the same length. These should measure 2 1/2

and 3 1/2 inches wide. Press to the dark side. Cut the smaller sewn strip
into four 2 1/2 inch squares. Cut the larger one into four 6 1/2

inch strips.

To Assemble: Start with the small monkey wrench and sew into
rows. Then press the top and bottom rows towards the outside

and the middle row to the center. Join the rows. This should
measure 6 1/2 by 6 1/2. Do the same with the larger pieces

using the small monkey wrench as the center. The completed block
should measure 12 1/2 by 12 1/2 inches.

Plan to make a second block to keep. Ifyou do this every month,

you will be able to make an “Underground Railroad Sampler” at the
end of the year. Ifyou wish to purchase fabric for yourself for the
year in order to have a color scheme, any block of the monthcommittee
member couldgive you the necessary information. (You may want to
use Civil War Reproduction fabrics for your sampler.)
